Why Choose HCC?

First, our tuition and fees are generally
much lower than at most four-year institu-
tions. Second, our associate in arts degree
is designed to help students meet the
general education requirements (generally
completed during the first two years of a
four-year degree) needed to transfer to the
upper division level of a four-year college
or university to continue work towards a
bachelor’s degree. This is often referred to
as a “2+2" program.

HCC prepares students for a wide range
of transfer majors, each of which has a
distinctive list of predetermined general
education and elective courses.

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English for Academic Purposes:
Accelerating Your HCC Success

In order to pursue a full course of study in
either the AA or AS degree programs at HCC,
you must demonstrate the ability to speak,
read, write, and understand English at a
level appropriate for college-level studies.
To verify your level, HCC requires proof of
English proficiency before admission is ap-
proved, such as the TOEFL (Test of English as
a Foreign Language).

Upon arrival at HCC, all international stu-
dents take assessment tests recommended
by their international student advisor (or sub-
mit ACT/SAT scores) to determine whether
they require placement into additional col-
lege preparatory courses prior to enrolling in
college-level courses.

International students whose tests indicate
they need instruction in English for Aca-
demic Purposes (EAP) will be enrolled in
the appropriate EAP series of courses. Your

advisor will assist you with registration for
the proper coursework.

HCC's EAP program will give you the English

language skills necessary to participate

effectively in your academic life at HCC. The

program:

* Places you in one of six skill levels for Eng-
lish language training.

* Will help you quickly improve English
grammar, writing, reading, speech and
listening skills.

* Reinforces what is learned via labs.

STEP 1: Admission

In order to be admitted to HCC as an international student, you'll need to complete the

following application requirements:

¢ Completed international student application

¢ $50 non-refundable application fee

¢ Proof of financial support

¢ Proof of graduation from secondary school (high school) and any college or univer-
sity you attended (accompanied by a certified evaluation and translation, if not in
English)

¢ Evidence of English language proficiency, including:

¢ Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) = 61/173/500 or higher

¢ International English Language Testing System (IELTS) = Band Score of
5.5 or higher

¢ Copy of your passport

Application Deadlines:

June 15t for Fall Semester (August — December)
November 1¢t for Spring Semester (January — May)

March 15" for Summer Semester (May — August)

STEP 2: Pre-Arrival Activities

Read your acceptance letter and pre-arrival information that you will receive with
your 1-20 form from Hillsborough Community College. Pay the SEVIS 1-901 fee. Make
an appointment for an F-1 visa interview with the nearest U.S. consulate in your home
country. Make travel arrangements.

STEP 3: Arrival and Academic Assessment

Report to the Center for International Education. Take the appropriate assessment
test recommended by your international student advisor or submit ACT/SAT scores to
determine proper placement into academic coursework.

STEP 4: Orientation and Registration

Attend the required orientation session at the Center for International Education.
Research your academic options using the college catalog and advising guides. Meet
with your international student advisor to register for courses. All tuition and fees are

due in full the day you register.
