Sarawak is located on the island of Borneo and is separated from Peninsular Malaysia by the South China Sea.
 
Your first point of arrival in Malaysia will usually be Kuala Lumpur International Airport (KLIA) in Peninsular Malaysia. Some may enter 
the country via Kota Kinabalu International Airport in the northern Borneo state of Sabah. The peninsula and Sabah is linked to 
Sarawak by air. Kuching International Airport currently has direct international flights to/from Singapore and Pontianak in Kalimantan, 
Indonesia.

Annually, Kuching hosts several international festivals, the most notable being the Rainforest World Music Festival. Other annual 
festivals are Borneo Jazz Festival in the northern city of Miri and the Borneo Cultural Festival held in Sibu. 

In recent years, local and international interest has seen major cities in Sarawak emerge as vibrant centres for arts, culture and food.

Renting a house or apartment

Swinburne Sarawak offers a range of accommodation 
options for your study abroad and exchange experience. 
Choose from on-campus hostels or find a place of your 
own that suits your budget and needs.

The Student Village is located on campus grounds. Separated into 
male and female hostels, it can accommodate more than 400 students.
Rooms are available for single occupancy or twin-sharing. 
 
Furnishings include a bed, study table, chair and wardrobe. Wall fans are a standard feature while selected units are 
equipped with air-conditioning. Besides Wi-Fi access, amenities include common reading/visitor areas, kitchen and dining 
rooms as well as laundry and drying areas. Security is provided 24 hours a day. 

You may choose to rent an apartment or house of your own, or share it with other students. If you prefer such 
accommodation you may contact the Student Engagement Division via accommodation@swinburne.edu.my for assistance.  
For private rentals, you will be required to sign a tenancy agreement with the landlord.

Living costs

Students seeking off-campus housing are advised to lodge temporarily at budget hotels while looking for suitable 
accommodation. The average rate for a budget hotel in Kuching is about RM200 per night, while rental of apartments 
is between RM900 to RM1,200 a month, depending on location, facilities and furnishing.

Living costs vary depending on your lifestyle and the type of accommodation you choose. As a guide, the monthly 
expenditure starts from about RM1,500 to RM2,200.

Teaching methods

When you do study abroad or exchange at Swinburne, you not only study away from your home 
institution but will have many opportunities to soak up new culture and environment, while still 
earning credit towards your current degree. 

Study Abroad is for students currently studying with a Swinburne partner institution or at other approved 
universities. Open to non-graduating students at the undergraduate and Masters level of study, you can join the 
program for one semester or for one year. Tuition fees are payable to Swinburne Sarawak and include insurance 
and student visa.

Study Abroad students may begin their studies in either Semester 1 or 2, and are required to take 3 to 4 units 
per semester as a full-time study load. At Swinburne Sarawak, you can study courses or modules from across all 
courses that are offered.

In partnership with universities worldwide, Swinburne Sarawak offers the International Exchange Program. If 
you’re a student at one of our international partner universities, you may be eligible to apply for exchange to 
Swinburne Sarawak. When you come as an exchange student, your tuition fees are paid to your home university 
while you study at Swinburne Sarawak. 

As with the Study Abroad Program, you can spend one semester or one year at Swinburne Sarawak. 

You will study alongside degree students and will be provided with the same teaching support and arrangements. 
At Swinburne, you can expect to participate in:
•	 Lectures
•	 Tutorials
•	 Seminars or lab work (depending on the modules you’re enrolled in)
•	 One-to-one discussion, and 
•	 Unsupervised independent study.



Staying for an extra semester

Credits and classes

You will need to negotiate with your home institution before leaving for Swinburne Sarawak to ensure your classes here will be 
credited to your home program. At the end of your studies at Swinburne Sarawak, the Student Administration Office will issue a 
Swinburne University Academic Record (transcript) so that you can have your studies credited at your home institution.

The maximum Study Abroad or Exchange duration at Swinburne is two semesters. If you are only enrolled for one semester and are 
considering staying on for another, do contact Marketing and Student Recruitment as soon as possible to see if it is possible for you 
to continue.

Most units at Swinburne Sarawak carry 12.5 Credit Points, which are equivalent to 7.5 ECTS.
Semester 1: March to May
Semester 2: September to December
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Assessment at Swinburne

To book this service, 
the Arrival Services Booking Form must be submitted to the 
University beforehand. This complimentary service will take you 
to your pre-arranged accommodation.

Orientation: all students are required to undergo orientation 
as this will equip you with all the information you’ll need for 
a successful Study Abroad or Exchange experience. The 
orientation program is designed to provide you with an 
academic, social and cultural introduction to life at Swinburne 
and in Sarawak.

International student insurance cover: International 
students enrolled at Swinburne Sarawak are covered by a 
medical and health insurance policy throughout their period 
of study in Malaysia.

The insurance policy is undertaken by the 
University on behalf of the student, and the cost is included in 
your letter of offer.
