PROOF OF ENGLISH

Language of Instruction at the University of Westminster is English

At Undergraduate level, an overall score of IELTS 6.0 (or
equivalent) is required, with a minimum of 5.5 in each element.
Some modules have higher English language requirements, such
as many Arts, Media and Communication modules. Please refer to
the module catalogues where any higher English language
requirements will be specified

The general entry requirement for Postgraduate modules is IELTS
6.5. Some modules might require higher test results.

Students who have been nominated by our Study Abroad partner
universities are able to provide evidence of English language
ability in the form of a formal letter of reference from their Home
University, outlining their language ability.

Students who are not able to provide a formal letter of reference
from their home university, proof of English must be in the form
of a recent test (usually from within the last 2 years). Some
tests that we accept are: IELTS Academic, IELTS for UKVI,
Pearson, TOEFL (iBT), Duolingo and Cambridge Assessment
English (B2 First, (FCE), C1 Advanced CAE or C2 Proficiency CPE).

Please note, we are not able to accept scores from across more
than one test.

VISA [NFORMATION]

Will | need a visa?

Students who will be studying with us for less than six
months and are not taking our internship programme,
will require a Standard Visitor visa
Certain nationals must apply in advance.

Students who will be studying with us for more than six
months or if they are taking our internship programme,
will require a Student visa
Our team will contact these students to start the
process of requesting their CAS shortly after acceptance
letters have been sent out.

Use the UK Government online visa check to see
whether you will need a visa.

Full, tailored information and guidance will be sent to
applicants following acceptance onto the programme.

ETA

The UK Government has recently rolled
out a new Electronic Travel
Authorisation (ETA).

The ETA is a permission to travel for
those who do not need to obtain a visa
or do not have an immigration status.

It will apply to all non-visa nationals
seeking to come to the UK as visitors for
up to 6 months (who haven’t had to
apply for a Standard Visitorvisa in
advance).

We will provide all accepted students
with detailed guidance on visas and
the ETA. After acceptance, students will
also be able to contact our specialised
Student Advice team who are trained in
visa and immigration matters.
