Healthcare

You will need to pay an immigration
health surcharge if you require a
student visa. This entitles you to
receive free health services from the
National Health Service (NHS). On
arrival at York you can register with

a doctor/general practitioner (GP)

at Unity Health, next to the campus.
If you require medical treatment in
the UK, a full up-to-date vaccination
record (in English, if possible) will
help you get the best care possible.
You should also bring the packaging
for any ongoing medication required.
There are additional charges for dental
treatments available on the NHS.

Itinerary: Know what happens
when you arrive, where to go

and who to meet to help you with
the rest of your journey to York.

Types of course
Undergraduate degrees

An undergraduate degree (known as a
Bachelors) typically lasts three years.
There are also some four year and
five-year degrees which might include
a work placement, a year abroad or a
Masters year (known as an Integrated
Masters) with more advanced study.
